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When I was studying ancient history, the classics on the subject were and probably still are
Grote's History of Greece and Mommsen’s History of Rome. Grote, an enlightened radical
banker writing in the 1840s described ideal picture of democracy in Athens, in which Pericles
figured as a Benthanite reformer and Athens acquired an empire in a fit of absence of mind.
Grote embodied the aspirations of the rising and politically progressive middle class in an
idealized picture of Athenian democracy, It may not be fanciful to suggest that Grote's neglect
of the problem of slavery in Athens reflected the failure of the group to which he belonged to
face the problem of the new English factory working class. Mommsen was a German liberal,
disillusioned by the muddles and humiliations of the German revolution of 1848-49. He was
writing in the 1850s the decade which saw the birth of the name and concept of Realpolitik.
Mommsen was intrigued with the sense of need for a strong leader to clear up the mess left by
the failure of the German people to realize its political aspirations. we shall never appreciate
his history at its true value unless we realize that his well-known idealization of Caesar is the
product of this yearning for the strong leader to save Germany from diaster, and that the
lawyer-politician Cicero that ineffective Chatterbox and slippery procrastinator , has walked
straight out of the debates in Frankfurt assembly in 1948. Indeed, I should not think it an
outrageous paradox if someone were to say that Grote's History of Greece has quite as much
to tell us today about the thought of the English philosophical radicals in the 1840s as about
Athenian democracy in the fifth century BC, or that Mommsen's History of Rome can serve

as text-books for anyone wishing to understand what 1848 did to the German liberals.

The application of ICT (Information Communication Technology) into the audit system

should enable the auditors to ensure that the process control mechanism is built into the

auditing system. This system would ensure the performance metrics of various domains, such
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as strategic planning, project management. operational management, risk management
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practices, business continuity planning, quality of services delivered, customer satisfaction.
etc. If the auditors associate themselves with the executives in their e-governance or IT-
related programmes, it would also provide credibility and assurance to the stakeholders (in
our case. the citizens of the country) about value for money. The CAG team will also be
assured of the security within the system. the compliance with standards, the existence of

proper process control and integrity in the output.

The CAG can think of establishing a secure CAG E-governance Grid through broadband
network with central and State governments and public sector institutions. In an IT-enabled
environment. a neat paperless accounting system which hinges on electronic cash and credit
card transactions, including authenticated and secure digital signatures. will have to become
part and parcel of the business of the CAG. Today, the paper trail is still maintained due to a
mistrust of computerization and untested authentication mechanisms. Hence, we merely enter
the paper transactions in the computers. This has to be changed in such a way that the
transactions are born digitally and automatically captured so that we can spend more time on
thinking rather than on data entry. Hence the fusion of ICT and auditing is essential. Since
banks and commercial establishments are today already engaged in e-commerce transactions
across India, I do not visualize any difficulty in implementing a similar scheme in government
departments with qualified encryption standards.

For enabling e-audit through the E-governance Grid the ICT tools needed are:  Quality
Control ; E-auditing System ; Project Management; Change Management ; Risk Assessment
and Control; Human Resource Planning ; Implementation of near paperless office work flow
system ; Performance Tracking System.

This will enable the audit team to provide online monitoring of time, cost and the
performance and recommend suitable corrective actions for meeting final project goals when
the process is in progress. This type of paradigm shift in the approach through auditing will

make the CAG a partner in all our time bound national missions.

One small disturbance then can throw out a whole chain of events. Do you remember the

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saying about the horse-shoe nail which was lost? “For the loss of the nail, the shoe was lost;
for the loss of the shoe, the horse was lost, for the loss of the horse. the General was lost; for
the loss of the General, the battle was lost. And all for the loss of a horse-shoe nail. ” In
nature, too, the chain of events is long and complicated. And the fact, which we sometimes
forget, is that we humans are also a part of nature. We might live in tall cement buildings, we
might wear nylon clothes and use computers, but we cannot live without food, water and air.
And if we do not get enough water because we allow it all to run off into the sea; if we cannot
have food because our top soil has been carried away so no plants or grass will grow; and our
air is so filthy with car and other fumes that we cannot breathe it-then we will find that all our
computers and VCRs will not help us to survive, let alone enjoy life.

If you are sitting in your room, reading this book, try an experiment. Think of something you
use every day, all the time, and trace it back to its origins. For instance, let’s imagine you
think of your shoes or chappals, which you wear every day. They are made of leather. Where
did the leather come from? From cattle. How are cattle raised? They are raised on grass. Or,
you are reading a book. Where did the paper come from? It was made from grasses and soft

woods. Your school bag is made of canvas. Canvas is made from cotton fibre; and cotton
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needs good soil to grow in. You are sitting at a desk; where did its wood come from? You are

eating a chocolate; where did the cocoa come from? And the milk in it? And the butter? You

will see that whatever we use in everyday life is seldom more than a few steps removed from

some natural life form. So that if something goes wrong with any part of natural life, we

would feel it and our own life would become uncomfortable because of it.

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In the years after the decline of the Gupta empire, there were many small kingdoms warring
for pre-eminence. The period is marked by little advance in most spheres apart from religion
and architecture which saw flourishment of the temples found at Khajuraho, Bhubaneswar,
Kanchipuram and Thanjavur. The start of the tenth century brought a wave of invasions.
Turkish armies marched into the Gangetic valley and eventually established their domination

over the whole of north India.
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The rulers of the period called the Sultan and were too involved in conquest and warfare to
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make many changes in local traditions. Ancient ways of manufacture and trade continued and
production grew, especially in those products that were valued by the new rulers. Industries
such as textiles, continued to produce fine cotton, silk and wool. Carpets, mats, gold and
silver embroidery, quilts and mattresses and all the luxuries of an affluent and vigorous
society were produced in great quantity. The mining industry flourished and gold, silver, lead,
iron, copper, diamonds and sulphur were mined on a large scale.

Metal workers were kept busy and skilled artisans made objects of good quality iron and steel.
Swords, matchlocks, armour, guns and cannon-balls were all produced and so were less
destructive objects such as farming implements and household utensils. Iron beams were used
in construction and in the building of seaworthy ships. However, it was in the field of human
surgery that the skill of medieval doctors seems to have been particularly amazing. They
performed complicated operations and even made artificial limbs.

Astronomy and mathematics were also studied. The most celebrated name of this period is
that of the astronomer-mathematician Bhaskara 1l. Bhaskara Il's work in the field of
indeterminate analysis was centuries ahead of similar discoveries in Europe. He also
contributed to the development of the theory of numbers. He was equally knowledgeable in
the fields of geometry, arithmetic and algebra and also developed formulae of astronomical
interest, using ‘sines’ of angles. Bhaskara II’s outstanding work is “Lilavati”. It is divided into
two parts, arithmetic and algebra and is written in verse. His manuscripts were translated in to
Persian and used by scholars in later times. Another famous mathematician was Narayana,
who studied with the help of “magic squares”. The other field in which research was done

was alchemy and Indian work in this science spread to various neighbouring countries.

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The vision for India’s Green Revolution was formed in the 1970s under the leadership of C.
Subramaniam. With his visionary leadership, and with the scientific leadership of Nobel
laureate Dr Norman Borlaugh and Dr MS. Swaminathan, and the active support of B.
Sivaraman, Secretary Agriculture, in partnership with agricultural scientists and farmers, the
team liberated India from the situation called a ‘ship to mouth existence’. Through an effort of
historical magnitude, India attained near self-sufficiency in food production through the “seed
to food” mission. Because of the Green Revolution, the country is now able to produce over
236 million tonnes of food grain per year. Of course, farmers played a pivotal role in working
alongside agricultural scientists to make this possible.

Political and scientific leadership has been able to build capacity among our scientists,
researchers and farmers and so we are now taking up the mission of the Second Green
Revolution which involves imparting knowledge about suitability of the seed, proper
composition of the fertilizer, effective water management and evolving pre-harvesting
techniques according to characteristics of soil.

Second Green Revolution will enable India to further increase its productivity in the
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agricultural sector. By 2020, India envisions the production of over 340 million tonnes of
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food grain in view of population growth and increased purchasing power. The increase in
production would surmount many impeding factors such as reduced availability of land,
shortage of water and reduction in availability of agricultural workforce. Our agricultural
scientists and technologists, in partnership with farmers, have to work towards increasing the
average productivity per hectre by three times of the present productivity . New technology
would also be needed in the development of seeds that would ensure high yields even under

constraints of water and land

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One idea stands out as the centre of all ethical systems, expressed in various forms, namely,
doing good to others.

It is sympathy, the
unexpressed feeling of sameness everywhere. The hardest hearts feel sympathy for other
beings sometimes. Even the man who gets frightened if he is told that “this assumed
individuality is really a delusion, that it is ignoble to try to cling to this apparent
individuality”. That very man will tell you that “extreme self-abnegation is the centre of all
morality”. And What is perfect ‘self-abnegation’? It means the abnegation of this apparent
self, the abnegation of all selfishness. This idea of "me and mine”--Ahamkara and Mamata-is
the result of past superstition, and the more this present self passes away, the more the real
Self becomes manifest. This is true self-abnegation, the centre, the basis, the gist of all moral
teaching; and whether man knows it or not, the whole world is slowly going towards it,
practising it more or less. Only, the vast majority of mankind are doing it unconsciously. Let
them do it consciously. Let them make the sacrifice, knowing that this “me and mine” is not
the real Self, but only a limitation. But one glimpse of that infinite reality which is behind-but
one spark of that infinite fire that is the All-represents the present man; the Infinite is his true
nature. Doing good to others is virtue (Dharma); injuring others is sin. Strength and manliness
are virtue; weakness and cowardice are sin. Independence is virtue; dependence is sin. Loving

others is virtue; hating others is sin. Faith in God and in one’s own Self is virtue; doubt is sin.
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Knowledge of oneness is virtue; seeing diversity is sin. The different scriptures only show the
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means of attaining virtue.

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Composite materials
There will be a substantially increased usage of composites in many fields of human life. The
major contribution will be done by the transportation, road construction, house construction
and other Construction projects. Glass Fibre-Reinforced Polymers (GRP) will see a major
expansion in the civilian sector. Composites will be used on large scale in technology for
creating different modules. Establishment of new production and processing technologies
suitable for its mass production will bring down the cost. Even high-tech components &
instruments used in space science, delicate components of aircraft will be made using this
technology. It will be common practice to use composites for repair and maintenance of

reciprocating engines, gas turbine engines and wear-resistant parts.
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plastics(FRP)division was established in the late sixties at the space science at Trivandurum, [
had a number of projects aimed at the civilian commercial uses of composites. These ranged
from fishing boats to food-grain storage houses. Due to the demands on my time from the
sounding rocket projects and India’s first satellite launch vehicle (SLV-3) project which was
in the formulation stages then, it was not possible for me to pursue these projects then. My
efforts towards application engineering using advanced composite materials went into the
designing for launch vehicles & satellites. A centre, called Reinforced plastics centre,was
created to meet these demands. Today centre, in addition to meeting ISRO’s requirements of

composites products, is developing prototypes for other commercial civilian products.

Technology is new identity of India & this new thing has been embedded into the
personalitites of Indians like a new line of fingureprints. IT in India like river has proved itself
lithe and surprisingly agile, penetrating the nooks and corners of a country in ways we would
have been unable to predict even a decade ago. Computerized business processes and supply
chains are bringing in once marginal rural communities into the market, and also expanding
access to scarce resources.

Information Technology (IT) is reaching out across India's divides or inequalities,
whether they are geographical, cultural or economic. The technology is playing an emerging
role in uniting communities under single national systems, which are quickly making
geographical distances irrelevant. Early IT initiatives were often driven by ambitious state
governments, such as Chandrababu Naidu's government in Andhra Pradesh and S.M Krishna's
in Karnataka. More recently, these initiatives seem to clearly move from the state
governments to central government. The policies using Computerized systems for tax
payments and other government services are now been formulated at central level and
implemetnted nationawide. Indian citizens can access these regardless of where they live. In
addition Computer-based institutions-whether it is the NSDL or NSE networks, the MCX and
NCDEX trading centres or ICIC's e-banking systems- are bringing India's regional markets
together and at the same level. C. B. Bhave notes, for instance, that the rise of an accessible,
electronified and national stock market has transformed regional economic issues into
national ones. Regionalism has been disappearing & every transaction has earned a national
refrence. 'A resident in Calcutta who owns shares in a Bangalore company is going to be
concerned about Karnataka's economic policies.'

This is the beginning beginning of a transformation that is taking shape across India.
'Before we knew it', Ravi Narain tells me, 'seventy-year-old brokers were arguing the
intricacies of our software with us, and recommending feature changes." Chawla concurs,
'People see how the new systems change their lives, and the last thing they want to do is go

back to how things were.'

Luoyang was the religious centre of the Chinese world. Here. the ruling kings of China

were responsible for the greatest and purest of rituals to the most high-ranking of spirits.
Although the secular power of the kings had waned beyond repair. they still exerted great
religious authority. Confucius took considerable interest in the rituals of the capital, in order
to make the ceremonies of Lu as much like those of Luoyang as possible. He inspected the
outdoor area where sacrifices were made to Heaven and Earth, measuring the grounds and
observing the behaviour of royal officials. He also visited the Hall of Light where the kings
would receive foreign visitors; there to check its feng shui - the nature of the building, its
placement, and its interior design. In Confucius’s day, a building’s ruling direction, its
entrance-ways and architecture were a vital component of political power in the human realm.
From Confucius’s later comments on religion, we can guess that he was less interested in the
magic of kingship than in the way in which outside visitors were treated. Just as Christian
churches in the Middle Ages sought to educate visitors with their windows and statuary, the

halls of the kings established their authority through decoration. The walls of the Hall of Light
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were decorated with images of China’s ancient kings reaching back into times of legend, each

with accompanying notices on their vices and virtues. Nobody entering the hall could avoid

gazing at several parables of past kingship, or indeed the most recent picture on the walls.

Bharata Natyam is a sophisticated and energetic dance form. It is very precise. The

basic postures of the style are ’balanced’ positions. This means that the weight of the dancer
is placed squarely down the centre of the body. It is not deflected and the hip is never used. A
whole variety of movements can be seen in Bharata Natyam. There is an emphasis on the
striking of the floor with the feet. There are jumps in the air. There are pirouettes as well,
which are called bhmmaris. And there are movements done with the knees making contact
with the floor. These are called mandi adavus.

Bharata Natyam is a style that boasts of both strength and beauty. It has slow and fast
passages. It has bright and dynamic movements of the body and hands. It is also quiet and
reflective. It may be performed solo or as a groupwith many dancers. The dance-drama
traditions of Tamil Nadu are plays with dance and music. These dramas use elements of
Bharata Natyam in their dramas. The pure dance or 'nrz'tta’ and the expressive dance called
‘nrittya’ are part of their acting techniques. These actors are well trained in these aspects of
dance. These dance-dramas are called ’natakas’.

The solo dancer also uses various methods of story telling to interpret the verses and
stories she performs. Unlike the actors in the natakas, the soloist does not have costumes and
make-up that are particular to certain characters. As a soloist, he or she has to act out all the
characters in her stories with the same costume. Although the dancer’s costume is beautiful, it
does not help her much when depicting a poor, old man or an evil king like Ravana! The
Bharata Natyam dancer, like solo dancers from other styles, has to break through the beauty

of her costume and appearance, to interpret the various tales from our mythology.

Rationalism is not a modem concept as is generally supposed to be. It is as ancient as
our civilization. It was clearly enunciated by Socrates and Buddha and even earlier by the
Charwaks'. But the rationalist characteristic of their philosophies was never highlighted either
due to misinterpretation and negligence or by design by the interested parties. The Charwa/cs
were branded as hedonists. For Socrates knowledge (wisdom), morality and courage could not
be dissociated from each other. So he preferred to drink the poison and die in the jail instead
of escaping to save his life. And what was his crime? It was awakening the youth from their
slumber. As for the Buddha, he did not preach any new Prophetic religion with revealed
knowledge and absolute truth as such. He preached rather a new rational morality. He told
people to be their own light, i.e., to depend on their own wisdom and effort. As opposed to
this, Shankaracharya wanted people to realize that they are depedent on the absolute Brahman
while Ramanuja stressed the total dependence of man on god. Christ insists that human beings
are sinners by birth and should endeavor throughout their life to cleanse themselves of this
stigma through repentance, penance and observing rituals in the service of god. Thus
rationalism and religion are two ways of life contrary to each other but equally ancient.

We have to make a choice between these two paths. One is of meditation, observing
rituals, undergoing penance, worshiping and playing god, surrendering to him completely and
waiting for his favour to clear our way to heaven, Swarga, Brahma or god himself. The other
is to think about our mundane life and its problems, how to solve them through our own
efforts not waiting for any Awatar to fight the evil powers and use our own wisdom to make
the life on earth safer and happier for not only our self and our country but for the whole of

humanity.
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Dr. Bandiste insists that the latter is the only path that will ensure ' our survival, which

he explains in the last two chapters, viz., ‘Fears and Hopes’ and ‘A Rational Alternative to
Religion. He adopts the style of Socrates like conversation and very lucidly shows the
contrast between religion and rationalism and explains how mankind needs the latter in order

to replace the former.

The cyber - world is ultimately ungovernable. This is alarming as well as convenient;
sometimes, convenient because alarming. Some Indian politicians use this to great advantage.
When there is an obvious failure in governance during a crisis they deflect attention from
their own incompetence towards the ungovernable. So, having failed to prevent nervous
citizens from fleeing their cities of work by assuring them of proper protection, some national
leaders are now busy trying to prove to one another, and to panic-prone Indians, that a
mischievous neighbor has been using the internet and social networking sites to spread
dangerous rumors. And the Centre's automatic reaction is to start blocking these sites and
begin elaborate and potentially endless negotiations with Google, Twitter and Facebook about
access to information. If this is the official idea of prompt action at a time of crisis among
communities, then Indians have more reason to fear their protectors than the nebulous
mischief makers of the cyber-world. Wasting time gathering proof, blocking vaguely
suspicious website, hurling accusations across the border and worrying about bilateral
relations are ways of keeping busy with inessentials because one does not quite know what to
do about the essentials of a difficult situation. Besides, only a fifth of the 245 websites
blocked by the Centre mention the people of the Northeast or the violence in Assam and if a
few morphed images and spurious texts can unsettle an entire nation, then there is something
deeply wrong with the nation and with how it is being governed. This is what it's leaders
should be addressing immediately, rather than making a wrongheaded display of their powers

of censorship.
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It is just as absurd, and part of the same syndrome to try to ban Twitter accounts that

parody dispatches from the Prime Minister's Office. To describe such forms of humor and

dissent as 'misrepresenting’ the PMO - as if Twitters would take these parodies for genuine

dispatches from the PMO - makes the PMO look more ridiculous than its parodists manage to.

With the precedent for such action set recently by the chief minister of West Bengal, this is

yet another proof that what Bengal thinks today India will think tomorrow. Using the cyber-

world for flexing the wrong muscles is essentially not funny.

Economists have a certain world view. Their economic training gives a different

insight into issues that non economists might not appreciate or consider important.
Economic theory assumes people are rational and will make rational choices. Yet in the real
world people often make decisions which can only be viewed as irrational from an economic
perspective. E.g. Why would people pay more for a product that is identical to another
cheaper product? This is perhaps a big difference, but also highlights a limitation of
economics.

When watching a political debate or the views of voters, it always strikes me how little
people consider the idea of opportunity cost. You can frequently hear people say 'The
Government should provide more public transport', "The government should reduce that tax'.
However it is very rare that a pressure group or non economist will offer a way of funding,
the spending or tax cut; people often forget the opportunity cost of any economic decision.
For an economist any decision on the government’s budget imposes an unavoidable
opportunity cost. Increase in spending will lead to either higher tax or more borrowing. Non
economists often forget the opportunity cost of economic choices.

Non economists tend to put a greater emphasis on personal experiences and every day
events. For example, many in the US feel the economy is already in recession because of the
bad news on housing markets, subprime crisis and perhaps a personal experience of someone
losing a job. An economist would be wary of giving importance to one off factors because

they can give an inaccurate reflection of the overall picture.
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The media often seek to exaggerate the 'housing crisis' and 'rocketing' price levels. Of

course, this is not to say economists can't use statistics for exaggerated effect; non-economists

are more likely to use misleading statistics, especially in the media and political world.

The joke goes, put 10 economists in a room and you get 11 different answers. But, the

point here is that economists are trained to see both sides of the argument. A non economist is

more likely to see issues in black and white. The economy is messed up - We're heading for a

recession.

New observations about the age of some globular clusters in our Milky Way galaxy
have cast doubt on a long-held theory about how the galaxy was formed. The Milky Way
contains about 125 globular clusters (compact groups of anywhere from several tens of
thousands to perhaps a million stars) distributed in a roughly spherical halo around the
galactic nucleus. The stars in these clusters are believed to have been born during the
formation of the galaxy, and so may be considered relics of the original galactic nebula,
holding vital clues to the way of the formation took place. The conventional theory of the
formation of the galaxy contends that roughly 12 to 13 billion years ago the Milky Way
formed over a relatively short time (about 200 million years) when a spherical cloud of gas
collapsed under the pressure of its own gravity into a disc surrounded by a halo. Such a rapid
formation of the galaxy would mean that all stars in the halo should be very nearly the same
age.

However, the astronomer Michael Bolte has found considerable variation in the ages
of globular clusters. One of the clusters studied by Bolte is 2 billions years older than most
other clusters in the galaxy, while another is 2 billion years younger. A colleague of Bolte
contends that the cluster called Palomar 12 is 5 billion years younger than most other globular

clusters. To explain the age differences among the globular clusters, astronomers are taking a
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second look at "renegade" theories. One such newly fashionable theory, first put forward by

Richard Larson in the early 1970's, argues that the halo of the Milky Way formed over a

period of a billion or more years as hundreds of small gas clouds drifted about, collided, lost

orbital energy, and finally collapsed into a centrally condensed elliptical system. Larson's

conception of a "lumpy and turbulent" protogalaxy is complemented by computer modeling

done in the 1970's by mathematician Alan Toomre, which suggests that closely interacting

spiral galaxies could lose enough orbital energy to merge into a single galaxy.

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For most of the twentieth century, the whole world as well as India viewd our

population through the perspective that was distinctly Malthusian. 'Great population growth
inevitably led to great famine and despair' an uniquely despondent vision put forward by a
population scientist named Thomas Malthus. India, as a very poor and extremely crowded
part, seemed to justify the Malthusian vision.

Thomas Malthus was witer, amateur economist and clergyman. It was very obvious
that the time when he was born and lived may have greatly influenced his despondent theory
on population. Ninereenth-century England was seeing very high birth rates, with families
having children by the dozens. Malthus- who as the second of children was him self part of
the population explosion. His Reaserch essay 'An Essay on the principle of population' got
famous. The results put forward by Malthus later came to be known as 'Malthusain Theory'.
Thomas Malthus stated that the unprecendated increases in population would lead to a cycle
of famines, of 'epidemics and sickly seasons'

India in particular seemed to be speedily bearing down the path that Malthus predicted.
Famine was a regular visitor. We endured thirty hunger famines' in a period of 180 years
between 1770 and 1950- plagues during which entire provinces saw a third of their population
disappear, and the countryside was covered 'with the bleached bones of the millions dead'

By the mid twentieth century, neo-Malthusian prophets were sounding the alarm on
the 'disastrous' population growth in India and China, and predicted that the impact of such
growth would be felt around the world. Their apocalyptic scenarios helped to surrender to
mentality which justifies draconian approaches to birth control. Policies recommending
'sterilization of the unfit and the disabled', and the killing of 'defective ' babies gained the air
of respectable theory. India's increasing dependence on food aid from the developed world
due to domestic shortages also fuelled the panic around its population growth-in 1960 India
had consumed one-eighth of the United States' total wheat production, and by 1966 this had
grown to one-fourth.

Consequently, if you were an adult in the 1950s and 1960s and followed the news, it
was entirely plausible to believe that the endgame for humanity was just round the corner:
you may also have believed that this catastrophe was the making of some overly fecund

What is a soul? Although there are minor differences. there is a large scale unanimity
about its nature. Its characterisitics follow from its need. Concept of soul must have come up
in the minds of the primitive men to fulfill certain needs. I think the basic needs must have
been two.although a few more got added to them.

Primitive mind posited a doer behind every movement. There must be a mover behind
every motion or movement. Material bodies move only when moved by some one. Obviously,
that mover entity must not itself be of the nature of the object being moved. They posited a
river goddess causing the waters to flow, a wind god that made the air blow, and so on. Stars
were also gods since they too moved. When this very logic was extended to human beings,
some sorts of movers were posited in them also. These movers came to be called souls.
Movement in bodies was considered to be the proof of the presence of soul in the body, while

motionlessness of the body was considered as to be proof of the absence of soul from the
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body. This belief still continues. Kenopanishad, one of Upanishads, sacred books of the

Hindus, begins with the quote: By whose orders do the eyes see or ears hear or the various
organs of the body function? And as expected, the answer is: at the order of the soul.

The second need was to fulfill the desire to tide over death. Since the biological death
has been a universal and an unavoidable fact, the desire to continue beyond death could be
satisfied only in a special Way; and the way out was that although the body dies, there is

some entity in us that does not die. Such an immortal entity was called soul.

Orientation for entrepreneurship has to start right from the schools. Teachers need to
highlight the role of entrepreneurship for national development for schools. During college,
students must be exposed to business development opportunities and must be trained towards
the creation of new enterprises. Parents should encourage their children to take up new

ventures after their education. We should cultivate a mindset that ‘Idea is wealth’.
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The government must create a facilitating environment for the provision of venture

capital for innovative ideas without collateral security. Universities and engineering and
management institutions should work with banks and other funding agencies towards
simplifying procedures for setting up businesses and working with entrepreneurs till the
project becomes self-sustaining and viable. Procedures in government should facilitate the
spotting and recognition of new Indian talent in entrepreneurship by creating a level playing
held for healthy competition. Citizens who can afford it, should turn themselves into angel
investors or start venture capital organizations to fund such new ventures. Big and small
industries need to have an open mind in order to encourage and partner with young
entrepreneurs.

Women have an important role to play in shaping both the family and the nation. They
have much to contribute for societal upliftment. I have come across a project called Siruthuli
which has been taken up in Coimbatore. This project on large-scale rainwater harvesting and
rejuvenating the water bodies, afforestation, sewage and waste water treatment and solid
waste management integrates a large number of people from different walks of life. A home-
maker is providing the leadership to this project. Similarly, SEWA is another organization
started by a woman that has helped improve the lives of a large number of women in Gujarat.
There are many more examples like this across the country. Many of the panchayats across
the country have women members who have been giving leadership in various rural
development initiatives. Imagine the difference which can be made in our 600,000 villages

with such actions.

Education should be concerned with the totality of life and not with immediate

responses to immediate challenges . Broadly speaking, four different but inter-related as pects
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of human life can generally be recognized: viz., the physical, emotional, intellectual and

spiritual. Holistic education should cultivate all these aspects in full measure. For example,
physical education should include not only the performance of physical exercises to keep the
body fit, but also the training to use the senses and physical framework wisely.

Similarly, emotional education should emphasize the type of training of mind that
develops the positive human emotions of universal love, compassion, forbearance, humility,
equanimity, etc., and eradicates the baser instincts such as greed, envy, pride, aggressiveness,
etc. In this way, one can establish a healthy relationship with society.

Intellectual education should require not only the development of the ability to think,
but also the ability to act independently, rationally and logically on the basis of a deep
understanding of the various phenomena of nature.

Finally, spiritual education should cultivate a refinement of the mind, to manifest that
elusive “fourth dimension” of the human personality from which springs forth an intuitive
understanding of the very philosophy of our existence, and a clarity of what ought to be done
to achieve it. It is quite clear that the modern educational system completely sidesteps the
emotional and spiritual aspects of the human personality, and caters only to physical and
intellectual growth-and this, too, only in a subcritical manner. It is not as if the educationists
and education planners have not been aware of this deficiency, for as early as 1966, the
Kothari Commission recognized the need for inculcating social, moral and spiritual values
through education. But the way to achieve this in a composite society like India, where the
notions of caste, creed and religion are very strongly entrenched, has defied a universally
acceptable solution. There have, of course, been many attempts to impart moral education
indirectly through various means such as prayers, discussions and contemplation sessions, etc.
Even direct attempts have been made through meditation methods, lectures and discourses in
various institutions such as Christian missionary schools; Islamic schools; Anglo-vedic
schools; schools associated with the Ramakrishna Mission; ISKCON; Maharishi Mahesh
Yogi centres; the Krishnamurti Foundation; and the Saibaba Trust, etc. However, these

approaches have not been able to gain wide acceptance.

Some of the traditional outlets in village and small towns are one-stop shops. Though
options may be limited, they can meet a range of requirements. In most of the advance
countries this feature has taken the shape of big retail channels and shopping malls, which are
now catching on, in the bigger Indian cities. By going to one place, one can get almost any
item of domestic consumption. As the production of goods and their consumption grows,
which is definitely envisioned for our country, these shopping malls and big retail stores will
be in position. Let our technologist and industrialists dream and think of business
opportunities in equipping such big malls and maintaining them. There is no reason why
many of these accessories and fitting cannot be made in India. We emphasize this because at
present several items for our five star hotels are imported since those of comparable quality
are not available in the country. It is essential that a country that can tame atomic energy or
produce complex technological product, should be able to make relatively simpler products
using Indian knowhow and designs.

Coming to packing, wherever possible we can avoid the older route of plastics, though
they are necessary for some products. Bio-degradable tapioca-linked paper packages have
been developed in our country. Why not try many such innovations instead of adopting mere
imitations of other western countries?

Another important technological input in marketing logistics, trading and distribution
is going to be satellite communication and computer networks. We often forget we are a vast
country of about 3.2 million sq.km, where goods move by trucks or railway. A fast growing,
high volume economy cannot sustain its distribution channels with such traditional transport
system. For that matter, it is essential to use a first rate computer network and satellite
communication channels. Why satellite? Computer network are possible even with fibers. But
a truck, goods train or a ship each requires different links. Mobile communication can be
established. Satellite navigational system helps in pinpointing the position as well. Mobility of
business persons and traders is also crucial. The way they have taken to cellular or mobile

phones is remarkable.

Technology is new identity of India & this new thing has been embedded into the
personalitites of Indians like a new line of fingureprints. IT in India like river has proved itself
lithe and surprisingly agile, penetrating the nooks and corners of a country in ways we would
have been unable to predict even a decade ago. Computerized business processes and supply
chains are bringing in once marginal rural communities into the market, and also expanding
access to scarce resources.

Information Technology (IT) is reaching out across India's divides or inequalities,
whether they are geographical, cultural or economic. The technology is playing an emerging
role in uniting communities under single national systems, which are quickly making
geographical distances irrelevant. Early IT initiatives were often driven by ambitious state
governments, such as Chandrababu Naidu's government in Andhra Pradesh and S.M Krishna's
in Karnataka. More recently, these initiatives seem to clearly move from the state
governments to central government. The policies using Computerized systems for tax
payments and other government services are now been formulated at central level and
implemetnted nationawide. Indian citizens can access these regardless of where they live. In
addition Computer-based institutions-whether it is the NSDL or NSE networks, the MCX and
NCDEX trading centres or ICIC's e-banking systems- are bringing India's regional markets
together and at the same level. C. B. Bhave notes, for instance, that the rise of an accessible,
electronified and national stock market has transformed regional economic issues into
national ones. Regionalism has been disappearing & every transaction has earned a national
refrence. 'A resident in Calcutta who owns shares in a Bangalore company is going to be
concerned about Karnataka's economic policies.'

This is the beginning beginning of a transformation that is taking shape across India.
'Before we knew it', Ravi Narain tells me, 'seventy-year-old brokers were arguing the
intricacies of our software with us, and recommending feature changes." Chawla concurs,
'People see how the new systems change their lives, and the last thing they want to do is go

back to how things were.'

Luoyang was the religious centre of the Chinese world. Here. the ruling kings of China

were responsible for the greatest and purest of rituals to the most high-ranking of spirits.
Although the secular power of the kings had waned beyond repair. they still exerted great
religious authority. Confucius took considerable interest in the rituals of the capital, in order
to make the ceremonies of Lu as much like those of Luoyang as possible. He inspected the
outdoor area where sacrifices were made to Heaven and Earth, measuring the grounds and
observing the behaviour of royal officials. He also visited the Hall of Light where the kings
would receive foreign visitors; there to check its feng shui - the nature of the building, its
placement, and its interior design. In Confucius’s day, a building’s ruling direction, its
entrance-ways and architecture were a vital component of political power in the human realm.
From Confucius’s later comments on religion, we can guess that he was less interested in the
magic of kingship than in the way in which outside visitors were treated. Just as Christian
churches in the Middle Ages sought to educate visitors with their windows and statuary, the

halls of the kings established their authority through decoration. The walls of the Hall of Light
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were decorated with images of China’s ancient kings reaching back into times of legend, each

with accompanying notices on their vices and virtues. Nobody entering the hall could avoid

gazing at several parables of past kingship, or indeed the most recent picture on the walls.

Bharata Natyam is a sophisticated and energetic dance form. It is very precise. The

basic postures of the style are ’balanced’ positions. This means that the weight of the dancer
is placed squarely down the centre of the body. It is not deflected and the hip is never used. A
whole variety of movements can be seen in Bharata Natyam. There is an emphasis on the
striking of the floor with the feet. There are jumps in the air. There are pirouettes as well,
which are called bhmmaris. And there are movements done with the knees making contact
with the floor. These are called mandi adavus.

Bharata Natyam is a style that boasts of both strength and beauty. It has slow and fast
passages. It has bright and dynamic movements of the body and hands. It is also quiet and
reflective. It may be performed solo or as a groupwith many dancers. The dance-drama
traditions of Tamil Nadu are plays with dance and music. These dramas use elements of
Bharata Natyam in their dramas. The pure dance or 'nrz'tta’ and the expressive dance called
‘nrittya’ are part of their acting techniques. These actors are well trained in these aspects of
dance. These dance-dramas are called ’natakas’.

The solo dancer also uses various methods of story telling to interpret the verses and
stories she performs. Unlike the actors in the natakas, the soloist does not have costumes and
make-up that are particular to certain characters. As a soloist, he or she has to act out all the
characters in her stories with the same costume. Although the dancer’s costume is beautiful, it
does not help her much when depicting a poor, old man or an evil king like Ravana! The
Bharata Natyam dancer, like solo dancers from other styles, has to break through the beauty

of her costume and appearance, to interpret the various tales from our mythology.

Rationalism is not a modem concept as is generally supposed to be. It is as ancient as
our civilization. It was clearly enunciated by Socrates and Buddha and even earlier by the
Charwaks'. But the rationalist characteristic of their philosophies was never highlighted either
due to misinterpretation and negligence or by design by the interested parties. The Charwa/cs
were branded as hedonists. For Socrates knowledge (wisdom), morality and courage could not
be dissociated from each other. So he preferred to drink the poison and die in the jail instead
of escaping to save his life. And what was his crime? It was awakening the youth from their
slumber. As for the Buddha, he did not preach any new Prophetic religion with revealed
knowledge and absolute truth as such. He preached rather a new rational morality. He told
people to be their own light, i.e., to depend on their own wisdom and effort. As opposed to
this, Shankaracharya wanted people to realize that they are depedent on the absolute Brahman
while Ramanuja stressed the total dependence of man on god. Christ insists that human beings
are sinners by birth and should endeavor throughout their life to cleanse themselves of this
stigma through repentance, penance and observing rituals in the service of god. Thus
rationalism and religion are two ways of life contrary to each other but equally ancient.

We have to make a choice between these two paths. One is of meditation, observing
rituals, undergoing penance, worshiping and playing god, surrendering to him completely and
waiting for his favour to clear our way to heaven, Swarga, Brahma or god himself. The other
is to think about our mundane life and its problems, how to solve them through our own
efforts not waiting for any Awatar to fight the evil powers and use our own wisdom to make
the life on earth safer and happier for not only our self and our country but for the whole of

humanity.
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Dr. Bandiste insists that the latter is the only path that will ensure ' our survival, which

he explains in the last two chapters, viz., ‘Fears and Hopes’ and ‘A Rational Alternative to
Religion. He adopts the style of Socrates like conversation and very lucidly shows the
contrast between religion and rationalism and explains how mankind needs the latter in order

to replace the former.

The cyber - world is ultimately ungovernable. This is alarming as well as convenient;
sometimes, convenient because alarming. Some Indian politicians use this to great advantage.
When there is an obvious failure in governance during a crisis they deflect attention from
their own incompetence towards the ungovernable. So, having failed to prevent nervous
citizens from fleeing their cities of work by assuring them of proper protection, some national
leaders are now busy trying to prove to one another, and to panic-prone Indians, that a
mischievous neighbor has been using the internet and social networking sites to spread
dangerous rumors. And the Centre's automatic reaction is to start blocking these sites and
begin elaborate and potentially endless negotiations with Google, Twitter and Facebook about
access to information. If this is the official idea of prompt action at a time of crisis among
communities, then Indians have more reason to fear their protectors than the nebulous
mischief makers of the cyber-world. Wasting time gathering proof, blocking vaguely
suspicious website, hurling accusations across the border and worrying about bilateral
relations are ways of keeping busy with inessentials because one does not quite know what to
do about the essentials of a difficult situation. Besides, only a fifth of the 245 websites
blocked by the Centre mention the people of the Northeast or the violence in Assam and if a
few morphed images and spurious texts can unsettle an entire nation, then there is something
deeply wrong with the nation and with how it is being governed. This is what it's leaders
should be addressing immediately, rather than making a wrongheaded display of their powers

of censorship.
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It is just as absurd, and part of the same syndrome to try to ban Twitter accounts that

parody dispatches from the Prime Minister's Office. To describe such forms of humor and

dissent as 'misrepresenting’ the PMO - as if Twitters would take these parodies for genuine

dispatches from the PMO - makes the PMO look more ridiculous than its parodists manage to.

With the precedent for such action set recently by the chief minister of West Bengal, this is

yet another proof that what Bengal thinks today India will think tomorrow. Using the cyber-

world for flexing the wrong muscles is essentially not funny. It might even prove to be quite

dangerously distracting.

Economists have a certain world view. Their economic training gives a different

insight into issues that non economists might not appreciate or consider important.
Economic theory assumes people are rational and will make rational choices. Yet in the real
world people often make decisions which can only be viewed as irrational from an economic
perspective. E.g. Why would people pay more for a product that is identical to another
cheaper product? This is perhaps a big difference, but also highlights a limitation of
economics.

When watching a political debate or the views of voters, it always strikes me how little
people consider the idea of opportunity cost. You can frequently hear people say 'The
Government should provide more public transport', "The government should reduce that tax'.
However it is very rare that a pressure group or non economist will offer a way of funding,
the spending or tax cut; people often forget the opportunity cost of any economic decision.
For an economist any decision on the government’s budget imposes an unavoidable
opportunity cost. Increase in spending will lead to either higher tax or more borrowing. Non
economists often forget the opportunity cost of economic choices.

Non economists tend to put a greater emphasis on personal experiences and every day
events. For example, many in the US feel the economy is already in recession because of the
bad news on housing markets, subprime crisis and perhaps a personal experience of someone
losing a job. An economist would be wary of giving importance to one off factors because

they can give an inaccurate reflection of the overall picture.
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The media often seek to exaggerate the 'housing crisis' and 'rocketing' price levels. Of

course, this is not to say economists can't use statistics for exaggerated effect; non-economists

are more likely to use misleading statistics, especially in the media and political world.

The joke goes, put 10 economists in a room and you get 11 different answers. But, the

point here is that economists are trained to see both sides of the argument. A non economist is

more likely to see issues in black and white. The economy is messed up - We're heading for a

recession.

New observations about the age of some globular clusters in our Milky Way galaxy
have cast doubt on a long-held theory about how the galaxy was formed. The Milky Way
contains about 125 globular clusters (compact groups of anywhere from several tens of
thousands to perhaps a million stars) distributed in a roughly spherical halo around the
galactic nucleus. The stars in these clusters are believed to have been born during the
formation of the galaxy, and so may be considered relics of the original galactic nebula,
holding vital clues to the way of the formation took place. The conventional theory of the
formation of the galaxy contends that roughly 12 to 13 billion years ago the Milky Way
formed over a relatively short time (about 200 million years) when a spherical cloud of gas
collapsed under the pressure of its own gravity into a disc surrounded by a halo. Such a rapid
formation of the galaxy would mean that all stars in the halo should be very nearly the same
age.

However, the astronomer Michael Bolte has found considerable variation in the ages
of globular clusters. One of the clusters studied by Bolte is 2 billions years older than most
other clusters in the galaxy, while another is 2 billion years younger. A colleague of Bolte
contends that the cluster called Palomar 12 is 5 billion years younger than most other globular

clusters. To explain the age differences among the globular clusters, astronomers are taking a
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second look at "renegade" theories. One such newly fashionable theory, first put forward by

Richard Larson in the early 1970's, argues that the halo of the Milky Way formed over a

period of a billion or more years as hundreds of small gas clouds drifted about, collided, lost

orbital energy, and finally collapsed into a centrally condensed elliptical system. Larson's

conception of a "lumpy and turbulent" protogalaxy is complemented by computer modeling

done in the 1970's by mathematician Alan Toomre, which suggests that closely interacting

spiral galaxies could lose enough orbital energy to merge into a single galaxy.

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For most of the twentieth century, the whole world as well as India viewd our

population through the perspective that was distinctly Malthusian. 'Great population growth
inevitably led to great famine and despair' an uniquely despondent vision put forward by a
population scientist named Thomas Malthus. India, as a very poor and extremely crowded
part, seemed to justify the Malthusian vision.

Thomas Malthus was witer, amateur economist and clergyman. It was very obvious
that the time when he was born and lived may have greatly influenced his despondent theory
on population. Ninereenth-century England was seeing very high birth rates, with families
having children by the dozens. Malthus- who as the second of children was him self part of
the population explosion. His Reaserch essay 'An Essay on the principle of population' got
famous. The results put forward by Malthus later came to be known as 'Malthusain Theory'.
Thomas Malthus stated that the unprecendated increases in population would lead to a cycle
of famines, of 'epidemics and sickly seasons'

India in particular seemed to be speedily bearing down the path that Malthus predicted.
Famine was a regular visitor. We endured thirty hunger famines' in a period of 180 years
between 1770 and 1950- plagues during which entire provinces saw a third of their population
disappear, and the countryside was covered 'with the bleached bones of the millions dead'

By the mid twentieth century, neo-Malthusian prophets were sounding the alarm on
the 'disastrous' population growth in India and China, and predicted that the impact of such
growth would be felt around the world. Their apocalyptic scenarios helped to surrender to
mentality which justifies draconian approaches to birth control. Policies recommending
'sterilization of the unfit and the disabled', and the killing of 'defective ' babies gained the air
of respectable theory. India's increasing dependence on food aid from the developed world
due to domestic shortages also fuelled the panic around its population growth-in 1960 India
had consumed one-eighth of the United States' total wheat production, and by 1966 this had
grown to one-fourth.

Consequently, if you were an adult in the 1950s and 1960s and followed the news, it
was entirely plausible to believe that the endgame for humanity was just round the corner:
you may also have believed that this catastrophe was the making of some overly fecund

What is a soul? Although there are minor differences. there is a large scale unanimity
about its nature. Its characterisitics follow from its need. Concept of soul must have come up
in the minds of the primitive men to fulfill certain needs. I think the basic needs must have
been two.although a few more got added to them.

Primitive mind posited a doer behind every movement. There must be a mover behind
every motion or movement. Material bodies move only when moved by some one. Obviously,
that mover entity must not itself be of the nature of the object being moved. They posited a
river goddess causing the waters to flow, a wind god that made the air blow, and so on. Stars
were also gods since they too moved. When this very logic was extended to human beings,
some sorts of movers were posited in them also. These movers came to be called souls.
Movement in bodies was considered to be the proof of the presence of soul in the body, while

motionlessness of the body was considered as to be proof of the absence of soul from the
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body. This belief still continues. Kenopanishad, one of Upanishads, sacred books of the

Hindus, begins with the quote: By whose orders do the eyes see or ears hear or the various
organs of the body function? And as expected, the answer is: at the order of the soul.

The second need was to fulfill the desire to tide over death. Since the biological death
has been a universal and an unavoidable fact, the desire to continue beyond death could be
satisfied only in a special Way; and the way out was that although the body dies, there is

some entity in us that does not die. Such an immortal entity was called soul.

Orientation for entrepreneurship has to start right from the schools. Teachers need to
highlight the role of entrepreneurship for national development for schools.

Universities and engineering and
management institutions should work with banks and other funding agencies towards
simplifying procedures for setting up businesses and working with entrepreneurs till the
project becomes self-sustaining and viable. Procedures in government should facilitate the
spotting and recognition of new Indian talent in entrepreneurship by creating a level playing
held for healthy competition. Citizens who can afford it, should turn themselves into angel
investors or start venture capital organizations to fund such new ventures. Big and small
industries need to have an open mind in order to encourage and partner with young
entrepreneurs.

Women have an important role to play in shaping both the family and the nation. They
have much to contribute for societal upliftment. I have come across a project called Siruthuli
which has been taken up in Coimbatore. This project on large-scale rainwater harvesting and
rejuvenating the water bodies, afforestation, sewage and waste water treatment and solid
waste management integrates a large number of people from different walks of life. A home-
maker is providing the leadership to this project. Similarly, SEWA is another organization
started by a woman that has helped improve the lives of a large number of women in Gujarat.
There are many more examples like this across the country. Many of the panchayats across
the country have women members who have been giving leadership in various rural
development initiatives. Imagine the difference which can be made in our 600,000 villages

with such actions.

responses to immediate challenges . Broadly speaking, four different but inter-related as pects
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of human life can generally be recognized: viz., the physical, emotional, intellectual and

spiritual. Holistic education should cultivate all these aspects in full measure. For example,
physical education should include not only the performance of physical exercises to keep the
body fit, but also the training to use the senses and physical framework wisely.

Similarly, emotional education should emphasize the type of training of mind that
develops the positive human emotions of universal love, compassion, forbearance, humility,
equanimity, etc., and eradicates the baser instincts such as greed, envy, pride, aggressiveness,
etc. In this way, one can establish a healthy relationship with society.

Intellectual education should require not only the development of the ability to think,
but also the ability to act independently, rationally and logically on the basis of a deep
understanding of the various phenomena of nature.

Finally, spiritual education should cultivate a refinement of the mind, to manifest that
elusive “fourth dimension” of the human personality from which springs forth an intuitive
understanding of the very philosophy of our existence, and a clarity of what ought to be done
to achieve it. It is quite clear that the modern educational system completely sidesteps the
emotional and spiritual aspects of the human personality, and caters only to physical and
intellectual growth-and this, too, only in a subcritical manner. It is not as if the educationists
and education planners have not been aware of this deficiency, for as early as 1966, the
Kothari Commission recognized the need for inculcating social, moral and spiritual values
through education. But the way to achieve this in a composite society like India, where the
notions of caste, creed and religion are very strongly entrenched, has defied a universally
acceptable solution. There have, of course, been many attempts to impart moral education
indirectly through various means such as prayers, discussions and contemplation sessions, etc.
Even direct attempts have been made through meditation methods, lectures and discourses in
various institutions such as Christian missionary schools; Islamic schools; Anglo-vedic
schools; schools associated with the Ramakrishna Mission; ISKCON; Maharishi Mahesh
Yogi centres; the Krishnamurti Foundation; and the Saibaba Trust, etc. However, these

approaches have not been able to gain wide acceptance.

Some of the traditional outlets in village and small towns are one-stop shops. Though
options may be limited, they can meet a range of requirements. In most of the advance
countries this feature has taken the shape of big retail channels and shopping malls, which are
now catching on, in the bigger Indian cities. By going to one place, one can get almost any
item of domestic consumption. As the production of goods and their consumption grows,
which is definitely envisioned for our country, these shopping malls and big retail stores will
be in position. Let our technologist and industrialists dream and think of business
opportunities in equipping such big malls and maintaining them. There is no reason why
many of these accessories and fitting cannot be made in India. We emphasize this because at
present several items for our five star hotels are imported since those of comparable quality
are not available in the country. It is essential that a country that can tame atomic energy or
produce complex technological product, should be able to make relatively simpler products
using Indian knowhow and designs.

Coming to packing, wherever possible we can avoid the older route of plastics, though
they are necessary for some products. Bio-degradable tapioca-linked paper packages have
been developed in our country. Why not try many such innovations instead of adopting mere
imitations of other western countries?

Another important technological input in marketing logistics, trading and distribution
is going to be satellite communication and computer networks. We often forget we are a vast
country of about 3.2 million sq.km, where goods move by trucks or railway. A fast growing,
high volume economy cannot sustain its distribution channels with such traditional transport
system. For that matter, it is essential to use a first rate computer network and satellite
communication channels. Why satellite? Computer network are possible even with fibers. But
a truck, goods train or a ship each requires different links. Mobile communication can be
established. Satellite navigational system helps in pinpointing the position as well. Mobility of
business persons and traders is also crucial. The way they have taken to cellular or mobile

phones is remarkable.
